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Highlights   
The Apalachicola NF is one of the most remote sections on the Florida Trail; the forest is laced with dirt roads, but there are no towns or services for 77 miles.  The 46-mile western section of the Forest starts at Porter Lake on the west bank of the Ochlocknee River and ends at the Apalachicola River.  The trail passes through large of areas of pine flatwoods separated by titi and cypress swamps.  The ghost town of Vilas, once a thriving turpentine community, has little left but hidden remnants of building foundations.  Near Camel Lake, there are savannas of pitcher plants with lemon and cherry-red blooms in spring.
